considered the extent of objections received from
residents or property owners as to the proposed
issuance of Notes; and following action is now
considered to be in the best interests of the County and
residents thereof. NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
CERRO GORDO COUNTY, STATE OF IOWA:

That this Board does hereby institute proceedings and
take additional action for the authorization and issuance
in the manner required by law of not to exceed
$4,600,000 General Obligation Refunding Capital Loan
Notes, for the foregoing essential county purposes.
Motion passed unanimously.
