Cerro Gordo County Ordinance No.67

An Ordinance Readopting the Existing County Code
Be It Enacted by the Board of Supervisors of Cerro Gordo County, lowa:

SECTION I. Purpose. Code of lowa Section 331.302, subsection nine, requires that once every five years a county shall
compile its Code of Ordinances. This Ordinance re-adopts ordinances already in effect and repeals any ordinance deemed no longer
necessary to the operation of Cerro Gordo County, lowa or to the health, safety and welfare of its citizens.
